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Following the Commander’s guidance, the G4 Staff Division launched a series of internal
training events dedicated to logistic systems implemented in various member states of
the Corps as well as other key logistics documents. During the training conducted on 4

February 2011, G4 members got acquainted with the logistics system of the Czech
Armed Forces.

The main idea of the whole training is to exchange information and learn about and from various
logistics systems and logistic documents. Not only does it stimulate internal discussions within
G4 Division that may help introduce more useful logistics solutions in the Multinational Corps
Northeast, but also positively contributes to building a good team of logisticians.

Major Patrik Tabacek from the Czech Army presented the logistics system of the Czech Armed
Forces, which was the first one G4 members got familiarized with. All participants of the training
learned about main tasks and challenges of the Czech Armed Forces from a logistic point of
view. They were briefed about the structure of the logistics system as well as the overall
command and control concept along with capacities and capabilities of Czech logistic units.
Based on the involvement of the Czech Armed Forces in missions abroad, Major Tabacek
presented most important experiences, challenges and the way ahead.

The logistics system of the Slovak Armed Forces is going to be the next system presented
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during a subsequent training event. In parallel, G4 members study procedures and key
documents related to the logistics concepts of NATO, Multinational Corps Northeast and
International Security Assistance Force (ISAF).
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
